MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

between

Peking University

School of International Studies

and

Thunderbird School of Global Management

These proposals outline a strengthened relationship between our institutions where Peking University students may study at Thunderbird, and Thunderbird students may study at Peking University.

A.  
Peking University students studying at Thunderbird (Dual Master of Arts Degrees)

1.   Thunderbird invites applications from Peking University students enrolled in the Master of Arts at the School of International Studies (MA-SIS) to earn the Master of Arts in Global Affairs & Management (MA-GAM) at Thunderbird.  

2. MA-GAM admissions requirements: The Peking University MA-SIS degree must be completed before matriculating into the MA-GAM, and MA-SIS transcripts are required to be submitted.  Applicants are required to submit acceptable GMAT or GRE scores.  In addition, a TOEFL score of 600 or higher or an IELTS score of 7 or higher is required for non-native English speakers.  

Other attributes heavily considered by Thunderbird include leadership skill, foreign language capability and keen interest in global affairs and experiences. Students must qualify for regular admission to Thunderbird to qualify for the dual degree program.

MA-SIS coursework: The following MA-SIS coursework will satisfy graduation requirements for specific core MA-GAM requirements with the equivalent grade of “B” or better.

International Security or approved substitute (3 credit hours).  




Satisfies MA-GAM requirement for GST 4000 Global Affairs Theory.

International Political Economy or approved substitute (3 credit hours).  


Satisfies MA-GAM requirement for GST 4001 States & Markets in the Global Political Economy.

International Economics (1.5 credit hours).  

Satisfies MA-GAM requirement for ECN 4000 Global Economics.



d.
Social Science Methods (3 credit hours).  

Satisfies MA-GAM requirement for QUA 4000 Quantitative Methods and GST 4002 Global Affairs Methods.



e.    Non-Traditional Security or approved substitute (3 credit hours)
 Satisfies the requirement for GST 5000 Strategies in Global Development.



f.    Environmental Diplomacy or approved substitute (3 credit hours)
      Satisfies the requirement for GST 5430 Technology Policy &     Entrepreneurship 


4.   Thunderbird MA-GAM requirements: 

The MA-GAM is a 45 credit hour degree.  Dual degree students are required to complete a minimum of 30 credit hours and satisfy the academic requirements listed below.   In addition, Thunderbird will transfer a maximum of 15 credit hours of elective course work from the MA-SIS program to complete the required number of credits for graduation with the MA-GAM degree.

Students will be awarded the MA-GAM upon the completion of 30 credit hours of resident coursework in the MA-GAM and upon receipt of an official transcript from Peking University.

B.      Articulation to the MBA-GM program.

Upon completion of their MA-GAM degree, Peking University students are invited to apply to the Thunderbird Masters of Business Administration in Global Management (MBA-GM) degree. The MBA-GM may be completed with an additional 30 credit hours of MBA-GM coursework.  MBA-GM admission requirements include a 3.2 grade point average in the MA-GAM and one year of work experience or internship.  Students matriculating into the MBA-GM program will pay the tuition and fees to Thunderbird in effect at the time of matriculation.
C.
Thunderbird students studying at Peking University

The opportunity for Thunderbird students to study at Peking University includes a Certificate of International Studies program (10.5-15.0 credit hours). Peking University and Thunderbird agree to establish a student foreign exchange program where Thunderbird students may enroll in designated Peking University courses for one semester (10.5-15.0 credit hours).  For students successfully completing this coursework, Peking University would issue a Certificate of International Studies (or another appropriate title), and coursework completed with a grade equivalent of “B” or better will be credited towards completion of the student's Thunderbird degree requirements.  

D.  Placement Services

All Thunderbird students must complete CS 1000 to be eligible for placement services (to include internships) on the Thunderbird Campus.

E.     Graduation Requirements    
Students must complete all course work with a grade of “C-” or better to satisfy graduation requirements for the MA-GAM. In addition, students must achieve a cumulative GPA of at least 3.000, must satisfy or waive all language requirements, and must successfully complete Foundations, the Thunderbird Global Experience (TGE) requirement, and a minimum of two professional development seminars.  Dual degree students shall complete requirements for both degrees. 

F.   Other Transfer Credit 


Students attending both institutions, but not as approved degree candidates, or who do not complete the requirements for a degree from each school, will not be granted the same transfer credit rights as specified above.   

G.   Reciprocity and Other Arrangements

1.
We propose an exchange-type arrangement featuring reciprocity between the two institutions. Two students from Peking University could pursue the dual degree at Thunderbird (30 credit hours each), paying Peking University’s normal tuition fee to Peking University.  In return, four students from Thunderbird could pursue a graduate certificate at Peking University (10.5-15.0 credit hours each), paying Thunderbird’s normal tuition fee to Thunderbird.  Students from both institutions would need to pay for other fees and costs, such as mandatory health insurance, meals and housing, and living costs.

2． If more than two students from Peking University wish to pursue the dual degree at Thunderbird, they may pay the normal tuition fees for 30 credit hours at Thunderbird and transfer in 15 credit hours from the Peking University.
